Applicants
must demonstrate an interest in choral singing and confirm their ability and
commitment to attend rehearsals, which are held Wednesdays from 7 to 10 PM at
Springbrook Masonic Temple, Vallejo. (Necessary absences and early dismissals may be
arranged in advance with the VCS Board President.)

e Applications will be reviewed and approved by the VCS Board of Directors and
the Artistic Director, and recipients will be notified as soon as possible.

e Students may apply at other times of year and begin participating at the start of
the next session.

e All scholarships require annual applications; there are no automatic renewals.
